The Story of Our Lives

The Word, God, the Author, the One and only Father and Mind in Heaven designed a World.
Heaven is the Unseen and Earth is the Seen. Both the Unseen and the Seen are made totally out
of Himself, His Substance, His Consciousness.

Both are filled with love and beauty; beauty of the seasons, beauty of daytime, beauty of
nighttime; of sunshine and moonshine; of mountains, hills, grass, trees, flowers; of animals, fish,
birds and of course mankind. Each animal, fish, bird, man reproduces by way of the male and
female of each species and plants and trees produce seed. Each one continually reflects His love,
provision, health, vitality, beauty and glory, fading in and fading out, fading in, fading out but all is
One and His story is forever.

Each animal thinks and lives only to eat, nest and reproduce but man and woman is to know their
Maker, their unity, their True Identity, reflecting as in a mirror the Heavenly design of their lives
upon Earth; His love, beauty, glory and harmony in their thoughts, words and lives.

But to begin with we are the authors of our own story, of our own world, made out of our own
"imagination” (see 2Cor 10:5). Imagination is "dust" in the Bible. It is illusion as we don't yet know
unity but only a separation from our Maker, our True Heavenly Father. We only know a separate
earthly existence as a "prodigal son" and so each starts journeying from "a far country" back to
the "Father's house" (Consciousness), which we have wandered a long way from, to a Revelation
of our Real and True Identity...

We are born male or female into a belief system and an environment, a culture, with different
genes passed down in the body from generation to generation. A little child's brain gets
progressively wired into the belief system of birth, decay and death and the brain mixed with
perception releases chemicals into the bloodstream to regulate the cells. Before this a child is
pure and innocent. This is why Jesus said you have to be like a "little child" to enter the kingdom
(Consciousness) of God (Mar 10:15). Without yet knowing our True Maker, or our True Identity we
believe we have only human parents and ancestors and an earthly father.

[Job 14:1 KJV] Man [that is] born of a woman [is] of few days, and full of trouble.

We ASSUME we ARE A SOLID BODY which decays, dies and has a mind, a consciousness of our
own, without understanding that everything that appears to be solid is still made out of His Mind,
His Consciousness and therefore is NOT SOLID. But our assumption without this knowledge is
that we are corruptible and all eventually die. And so we do. We live like the animals do - eat, nest
and reproduce but without reflecting our Maker at all.

Many years ago, a man born of earthly parents was "transformed" in the flesh by knowing His
Heavenly Father and that the body being Spirit cannot die. His sole purpose was to show this, but
the authorities, in their ignorance, crucified Him. His resurrection was the confirmation of the
incorruptible body. What Jesus Christ did over two thousand years ago was indeed profound and
will eventually be realised as such!

It seems, because ignorance still holds sway, that His resurrection was wonderful magic once
performed by and is now worshiped as the one and only 'Son of God'. There is a one and only
Son of God but we are also 'sons' as "Jesus Christ is in us". The revelation will come to each
of us that we are all under the one umbrella of the 'Son', the "Christ".

[2Co 13:5 KJV] Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye
not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?

By our thoughts and words, we are continually ‘'using' His Mind, (His Spirit/Energy) but in
opposition to His Word and we ourselves manifest or create that which causes so much trouble



in our lives. Through our senses the tumours, the deformities, the diseases, the ageing, wrinkles
and so on are made solid and real to us. Born into a belief system and by believing these things
can happen to us and others we've made ourselves or rather our bodies corruptible.

[Rom 1:22-23 KJV] Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools and changed the glory
of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted
beasts, and creeping things.

[Gen 6:12 KJV] And God looked upon the earth, and, behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had
corrupted his way upon the earth.

But the belief system is just that and continues the world over, generation after generation until
new information filters through. Like new wine must be poured into new wine skins to hold it new
information transforms corruptible bodies to hold it. In an instant corruptible flesh bodies
"transform" into incorruptible Spirit bodies made of new information, His Word, His Mind, His
Spirit, His "Faith", His "Substance".

[Heb 11:1 KJV] Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.

In order to be transformed out of the state of being born into this belief system of birth, decay and
death this idea of corruptible man or woman must be "destroyed". This "old man", the "body of
sin" as the Bible puts it must be "destroyed". So that we "should not serve sin", as otherwise
we will, it is destroyed by each individual crucifying, putting to death "our old man" of the belief
system. It is rendered dead, caput, no more and now our True Identity is a "son of God" instead of
having an identity, a name from our earthly father.

[Rom 6:6 KJV] Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with [him], that the body of sin might
be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

[Rom 6:23 KJV] For the wages of sin (the belief system) [is] death; but the gift of God [is] eternal
life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Our "body of sin" is "transformed" by the "renewing of our mind" (our understanding faculty) into
an incorruptible body; "a building of God an house (body) not made with hands, eternal in the
heavens" (2 Cor 5:1).

In other words we are not the solid corruptible body which is manifested by an uninformed
consciousness. But we are the informed Consciousness which manifests an incorruptible body,
which is "good and acceptable and perfect", fulfilling the "will of God".

[Rom 12:2 KJV] And be not conformed to this world (this belief system): but be ye transformed by
the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what [is] that good, and acceptable, and perfect,
will of God.

When we have had this Revelation then "death has lost its sting and is swallowed up in victory"
(1Cor 15:54-57), and we know that we know, that we know we are "sons of God".

[1Jo 3:2 KJV] Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear (is manifested)
what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear (is manifested), we shall be like him
(incorruptible); for we shall see him as he is.

Our story and our world of hardship, misery and death in a "far country" turns into His story and
His World of ease, joy and Life. Now we are back with our Heavenly "Father" He gives us the
“robe" (incorruptible Body), the "ring" (True Identity), and the "shoes" (the understanding). (Luk
15:11-32).

[Col 3:3 KJV] For ye are dead (the old man of the belief system) and your life is hid with Christ in
God.



Our lives are determined by our faith. There is a false faith making us "children of disobedience"
(Eph 2:2), where we believe in what we see and hear. By this erroneous faith we have created all
out of "dust”, the belief system of birth, decay and death, having the identity only of an earthly
father. But there is True "faith" which is the "mystery" of the New Testament which is "Christ in
you, the hope of glory" (Col 1:27). As it says in the book of Hebrews it is His "Substance" that is
now the "evidence of things not seen". Our "faith" is now in Righteousness, the Real Body and
True Identity of our Heavenly Father, the One Consciousness. We are a son of God hidden within
Christ, the Son of God.

[Heb 11:1 KJV] Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.
[Rom 5:21 KJV] That as sin (the first Adam of the belief system) hath reigned unto death, even so
might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord (the last

Adam).
